Description:
Ned K is a NAADP inhibitor. Prevents Ca  oscillations in rat 
cardiomyocytes in vitro during simulated ischemia and 
reperfusion, but exhibits no significant effect on Ca  sparks. 
Significantly reduces infarct size in rat cardiac 
ischemia/reperfusion model in vivo.
